
Bedrock Scripture: 

But he had to go through 
Samaria. So he came to a 
Samaritan city called Sychar, 
near the plot of ground that 
Jacob had given to his son 
Joseph. Jacob’s well was 
there, and Jesus, tired out by 
his journey, was sitting by the 
well. It was about noon. 

A Samaritan woman came to 
draw water, and Jesus said to 
her, “Give me a drink.” (His 
disciples had gone to the city 
to buy food.) The Samaritan 
woman said to him, “How is it 
that you, a Jew, ask a drink of 
me, a woman of 
Samaria?” (Jews do not 
share things in common with 
Samaritans.)  Jesus         
answered her, “If you knew 
the gift of God, and who it is 
that is saying to you, ‘Give 
me a drink,’ you would have 
asked him, and he would 
have given you living water.” 
The woman said to him, “Sir, 
you have no bucket, and the 
well is deep. Where do you 
get that living water? Are you 
greater than our ancestor 
Jacob, who gave us the well, 
and with his sons and his 
flocks drank from it?”  Jesus 
said to her, “Everyone who 
drinks of this water will be 
thirsty again, but those who 
drink of the water that I will 
give them will never be 
thirsty. The water that I will 
give will become in them a 
spring of water gushing up to 
eternal life.” The woman said 
to him, “Sir, give me this wa-
ter, so that I may never be 
thirsty or have to keep     
coming here to draw water.” 

John 4:4-15 (NRSV) 
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Read Mark 16:1-8. 
 

Out of the four gospels, this is my favorite Easter story.  It may seem like it is cut short, 
somewhat hopeless because “they said nothing to anyone.”  Although at first reading it feels 
this way, the story does continue on from that point.  I am not talking about the verses 9-20 
that most bibles include.  These are considered extra verses that were added much later in 
order to make someone feel better about the gospel’s ending.  In fact, one of my bibles 
states, “The most reliable early manuscripts and other ancient witnesses do not have Mark 
16:9-20.  Rather, the story goes on from that point because we know that someone had to 
have said something to someone else because we are still talking about it today—right now.  
And that is why the Easter story of Mark is my favorite.  Because although “they were 
afraid”, their fear was eventually overcome by the truth of resurrection and the joy that 
comes with it. 
 

God offers new life to all of us.  Although we may feel hopeless at times we can know that 
our tombs of fear, shame, self-centeredness, guilt, addiction, or unworthiness are not where 
God wants us living.  After all, a tomb is a place for death, not life.   
 

Jesus of history was brought to new life in the Christ of faith because people just like you 
and me let our fear be overcome by truth and joy.  And so, let us celebrate Easter by running 

from our tombs together, and  LIVING as a
